Description of Cabling & Rack Factory Web Page

The purpose of this web page is to distribute cabling data effectively. It has been placed on the SNS home page at:

The web page consists of 4 main components as follows:

1) Cable & Rack Factory Handbook – This is the handbook that has been distributed previously. The last two bullets include new items. They are

Radiation Areas and Insulations Recommendations – This is a spreadsheet showing radiation levels in various areas of the accelerator and target buildings. It also provides recommended cabling insulations for applicable Total Integrated Dose (TIG) levels and recommended cable insulations for some systems. It is intended to expand this spreadsheet to show insulations to be used in other systems to the extent that this helpful.

Standard Cable List – This is a spreadsheet that lists cabling that has been reviewed by Paul Holik for accelerator systems, Ron Battle for target systems, John Cleaves for conventional systems, and Jim Eckroth (the AHJ) for fire protection and found to be recommended for use. This list will be updated frequently to show cabling that is being considered and that are recommended for use. The list is intended to server three purposes as follows:

a) Aid designers by providing a list of cabling that has been reviewed and is recommended for use.

b) Provide a list of cabling for which the cabling program (John Cleaves) will provide a contracting means to procure the cable. (That is – if its not on this list, the program is not working to procure it).

c) Provide a reasonable degree of standardization by informing designers of what others are using and encouraging them to use similar cable where possible.

2) Cable Catalog & Prices – This is the most important new information available. This section includes cabling catalogs and pricing for the Electrical Commodities Contract that should be used to procure cable wherever possible. A contact to call for information and assistance and instructions on how to submit a requisition to order cable are provided.

3) Cable Database – This section provides access to the MS Access cabling database by downloading the entire database. At present the file is not very large so this works well. When this begins to be a problem, we will work out a better method. You will not that some cable data from conventional facilities controls is in the database. More data will be added as we receive it. For now, we will use the web page to distribute new database information by updating the database file on the page weekly or when we load new data or weekly. There is also a blank Excel spreadsheet for use in gathering data to be loaded. We will welcome cabling data in any form, but putting data on this spreadsheet is easiest for us.

4) Rack Information – This section includes the catalog of APW rack components (which includes the BOA number and a contact for information and the standard rack color), footprint dimensions, a template Statement of Work for a rack factory task order, and an example Statement of Work for a rack factory task order.
